“The Traumatology unit had 6 rooms with a total of 30
beds. There were mainly emergency cases, such as
broken arms, legs etc. There were only 2 wheelchairs
for the 30 patients, so those that could manage to go to
the bathroom always had to wait until a nurse could
retrieve one of the chairs. Therefore my mission is to
collect funds to purchase 2-3 wheel chairs at the cost of
Z 800, equal to about US $ 300. The chairs are pro-
duced in Belgium, but assembled in Poland so this will
also support the Polish economy. If you care to con-
tribute you may send a check to me at 5701 Tolman
Terrace, Madison, WI 53711 — every dollar counts.”
